Kansas Governor’s Display:

Five photographs will be selected for display in the Offices of the Kansas Governor. Photographs will be
presented to the Kansas Governor during 4-H Citizenship in Action and returned at the end of the display
period.

Kansas State University President’s Display:
Five photographs will be selected for display in the Office of the President of Kansas State University.
Photos will be presented to the President in the winter and returned at the end of the display period.

Kansas State University Dean of Agriculture Display:

Five photographs will be selected for display in the Office of the Dean of Agriculture, Kansas State
University. Photos will be presented to the Dean late fall or early winter and returned at the end of the
display period.

State 4-H Office:
Five photographs will be selected for display in the State 4-H Office. Photos will be on display for a year and
returned at the end of the display period.
