 Dates:   June 19—July 13, 2025  

 Capacity:  15 delegates maximum, 7 delegates minimum 

 Cost:   $2,400 + airfare estimate ($1,200 - $1,500) 

   (Actual airfare may vary at time of booking) 

Delegates will stay in group accommodations in a hotel in Córdoba, Argentina (arranged by Argentina 4-H) for the 

duration of the program. Each day, participants will engage in a variety of structured group activities facilitated by 

Argentina 4-H, including cultural excursions, Spanish language activities, and participation in local 4-H activities. This 

program model will allow participants to lead, learn, and grow as a cohort throughout their international experience. 

Particular emphasis will be placed on soccer and orchestra, two of Argentina 4-H’s primary youth activities.

January 15:  $2,000 first payment due to S4-H in Bellevue, WA 

February 1: States’ 4-H issues international air tickets        

April 1:   Passport due to States’ 4-H Office 

  Domestic itinerary due to States’ 4-H Office 

  Remaining payment due to States’ 4-H Office 

Early Spring:  State-level orientations 

Late Spring: National  orientation-all Argentina delegates   

  (virtual) 

June 19  Students fly to a U.S. gateway city for National  

  Departure Orientation the day before the     

  international flight.
